SyKart has one of the largest indoor kart racing tracks and allows drivers to experience the 
thrill of fast, fun, indoor go-karting.  SyKart specifically caters to corporate and meeting 
groups who want a fun environment for teambuilding, a staff meeting, or a holiday party.  
They have over 3,000 square feet of meeting space and private lounges throughout the 
facility. 
 
The Spirit of Washington Event Center is a modern, state of the art meeting facility located 
just feet away from the famous Spirit of Washington Dinner Train Depot.  With room to 
accommodate over 600 guests, this beautiful facility can be home to weddings, events, 
trade shows, meetings, and more.  The facility is surrounded by Piazza Park with abundant 
landscaping and an attractive fountain.  
 
Acme Bowl provides fun with 51,000 square feet of bowling, meeting space, restaurant, 
lounge and billiards it will be a premier destination for meetings of all types.  The feel of the 
complex combines a cutting-edge urban/industrial environment with the social 
entertainment of bowling, billiards, and dining (all non-smoking).  The facility can 
accommodate 10 to 1,000 guests.

The Kent Valley Ice Centre tops off this group of great meeting places.  With 
accommodations for up to 500 people, the Ice Centre can hold a meeting and allow groups 
to Ice Skate, participate in batting cages, eat at the Indoor/Outdoor café, or play arcade 
games.  The Centre offers great package rates and great fun!
